PROGRAM NOTES  
 
Enrollment  

¥ Priority enrollment for Stevens students ends December 10; all registration ends December 16.   
¥ Classes are filled on a first come, first served basis Ð no exceptions will be made.   
¥ To ensure prompt addition to the class roster, bring your registration and payment to the Stevens office. 
¥ If a class is full, you will be notified. Otherwise, please assume your child is enrolled. 
¥ If a class does not enroll sufficiently, it may be cancelled. You will be notified and your fees refunded.  
¥ A $5 registration fee will be charged for non-Stevens applicants. 

 
Calendar  

¥ All classes run 3:30 - 4:30pm on the Stevens Campus January 12 Ð March 12. 
¥ Classes will not meet on Monday, January 19 due to the Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Day holiday.  
¥ Classes will not meet on Monday, January 26 due to the day between semesters.  
¥ Classes will not meet on Wednesday, February 4 due to early dismissal. 
¥ Classes will not meet during the week of February 16-19 due to the PresidentÕs Day holiday 

   and mid-winter break 
¥ Classes will not meet on Wednesday, March 4 due to early dismissal. 

 
Snack and Clothing  

¥ Snack (usually a granola bar) will be provided to each student attending the classes.  
Please list any food allergies or dietary needs that your children may have. 

¥ Please choose clothing appropriate for their classes. Athletics require loose-fitting clothes  
and closed-toe rubber-soled shoes. Art can be messy! Please bring an old shirt or a smock. 

 
Behavior  

¥ At Stevens, we have the expectation of respect for teachers/instructors and good behavior during classes.  
Students are expected to maintain the same behavioral standards that they would have during the formal  
school day. If an instructor determines this is not the case, the following steps will be taken: 

¥ At the first incident, the instructor will call parents/guardians regarding student behavior. 

¥ The student will be given one trial class to improve.   
¥ If the disruptive behavior continues, the student will be removed from the class. 

¥ The program is unable to issue a refund if a student is removed from a class due to a behavior issue.  
Please discuss enrollment with your child to be sure they want to attend an after-school class.  

 
Transportation  

¥ The Stevens After-School Activity Bus runs Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday, during the eight-week  
activity block for 3:30-4:30 classes and tutoring. Please note there is no bus on Wednesdays.  
The bus route and timing is determined by which students are taking the bus each day. 

¥ All rules and policies for riding the school bus to and from school also apply to the activity bus. 
¥ If your child will be absent or if your transportation plans change, please provide a note in writing. 
¥ On Wednesdays, parents are responsible for picking up their student(s). Carpools are encouraged Ð  

we need to know the people who are authorized to pickup each student.
